Katherine is the Northern Territory’s third-largest town and a place where you will feel like part of a community. It has a diverse population of approximately 10,000 residents and attracts people with a wide range of interests. 

Katherine is the perfect staging point for anyone with an interest in the outdoors – the camping, bushwalking, canoeing and fishing are unbeatable. You can visit the famous Katherine Gorge, Edith Falls and the Cutta Cutta caves and enjoy swimming at the low-level crossing, the local hot springs or those at nearby Mataranka. Katherine is also the gateway to Kakadu, the East Kimberley and Central Arnhem Land, and Darwin is close enough for a tropical weekend away - only 3 hours by road.
There are two regular markets – the Saturday community market with fresh produce and good coffee and a monthly flea market. The town hosts the annual Katherine Country Music Muster and has a number of galleries showcasing Aboriginal art from across the region.
Lawyers and Client Services Officers working in NAAJA’s Katherine office also get to know the region through regular travel to bush courts. You will have a unique opportunity to learn about the strong Aboriginal cultures and communities in the region. Our communities include:

· Kalkarindji, site of the famous land handback from Gough Whitlam to Vincent Lingiari and the Gurindji people
· Ngukurr and its vibrant Arts Centre
· Timber Creek on the scenic Victoria River

· Barunga, the home of the annual Barunga Festival of sport and culture, one of the Territory’s best-loved Aboriginal festivals.
